The printed proceedings will be published by the Facta Medica Ltd. within the MEFANET journal edition, and will be assigned an ISSN code. The authors are asked to kindly preserve the predefined format.

Ensuring a Blind Peer Review

To ensure the integrity of the blind peer-review for submission to this journal, every effort should be made to prevent the identities of the authors and reviewers from being known to each other. This involves the authors, editors, and reviewers (who upload documents as part of their review) checking to see if the following steps have been taken with regard to the text and the file properties:
· The authors of the document have deleted their names from the text, with "Author" and year used in the references and footnotes, instead of the authors' name, article title, etc.
· With Microsoft Office documents, author identification should also be removed from the properties for the file.
· For Microsoft 2003 and previous versions, and Macintosh versions of Word: Under the File menu select: Save As > Tools (or Options with a Mac) > Security > Remove personal information from file properties on save > Save.

· For MacIntosh Word 2008 (and future versions): Under the File menu select "Properties". Under the Summary tab remove all of the identifying information from all of the fields. Save the File.

· For Microsoft 2007 (Windows): Click on the office button in the upper-left hand corner of the office application. Select "Prepare" from the menu options. Select "Properties" for the "Prepare" menu options. Delete all of the information in the document property fields that appear under the main menu options. Save the document and close the document property field section.

· For Microsoft 2010 (Windows): Under the File menu select "Prepare for sharing". Click on the "Check for issues" icon. Click on "inspect document" icon. Uncheck all of the checkboxes except "Document Properties and Personal information". Run the document inspector, which will then do a search of the document properties and indicated if any document property fields contain any information. If the document inspector finds that some of the document properties contain information it will notify you and give you the option to "Remove all," which you will click to remove the document properties and personal information from the document.

· For PDF files: With PDFs, the authors' names should also be removed from Document Properties found under File on Adobe Acrobat's main menu.

Title 4 example
A listing of literature consulted in order of citation in the text, according to the standard abbreviations. Citations should be allocated Arabic numerals in order of appearance in the text. The number should be enclosed in square brackets in the text [1] and in the reference list at the end of the text, where it should be followed by the full details according to the examples in Literature. The number of citation should be no less than 10 and no more than 30. Major part of them should be recent citation (no older than 5 years). Please, cite the names of journal in NLM Title Abbreviation or ISO Abbreviation (You can find the abbreviations via NLM Catalog Advanced Search Builder on website <http://www.ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/nlmcatalog/advanced>) and books with its ISBN.
Diagrams have to be created in a graphic editor or an image of the diagram in the JPG, JPEG, TIF, or if unavoidable, in PDF formats will be sent.

Photographs, instrument records and pen-and-ink drawings – have to be supplied in the JPG, JPEG, TIF formats in a resolution appropriate for printing (minimum of 300 dpi, i.e. for example an image of 14 × 6 cm print size must have a resolution of 1650 × 720 pixels).
